Suggestions for Holding TAKE 25 events at Amusement Facilities

SIMPLEST:

· Host a child ID event through your local police or law enforcement agency in your town.  Have the Take 25 material available to give out to Parents (available on www.take25.org). Post the information on your website and throughout your facility – parents love to read things while waiting for their child(ren).

· Contact your local schools and PTA to find out when they will be holding their next PTA meeting, school concert or any event that brings parents together. Ask if you can have a table in the rear of the room with the Take 25 material.  Using the data from the website about children and safety ask for permission to speak for 5 minutes at the beginning or end of the program just to get parents attention on the importance of the program.

MORE ADVANCED:

· HOST A COMPLETE TAKE 25 EVENT In addition to hosting a child ID event at your facility on the same date take it one step further by actually gathering the parents and children in one place for the 25 minutes to speak about safety with both children and adults.  All of the information is available on the website at www.take25.org.  If you have a mascot, use him or her to act out some safeguards.   Take the event up a notch by keeping with the Take 25 theme and have specials throughout your park or facility.  Examples:  Anyone that attends the “lecture” part is entitled to 25% off attractions or rides; offer 25 cent snacks and drinks (only during event time 2-3hours); raffle off $25.00 Gift Certificates!; use your imagination to tie things in with the “25” theme; offer special prizes for persons with a 25 in their address or birthday is on the 25th, etc.

MOST IMPORTANT – SHARE THE INFORMATION!

Send out press releases about how your facility is joining to help make children safer.  Give details about the event.  Contact your cable network to add this event to the community news section of their broadcasts.
